Route 6 Mittelschweden Dalarna

Orebro-Nora-Borlidnge-Falun-Enképing-Orebro

Die Route beginnt am Campingplatz Annaboda-Orebro, einige Kilometer nérdlich von Orebro.

Weiter geht’s in Richtung Karlskoga / Filipstad bis zum Wasa Knackebrotmuseum. Von hier fahren wir weiter in Richtung Grythyttan und
besuchen Grythyttans Gastgivaregard zum Mittagessen. Weiter geht’s in Richtung Nora und Ubernachtet wird im First Camp
Nora-Bergslagen.

Am nachsten Tag fahren wir in Richtung Kopparberg, Ludvika, Borlange und libernachten im First Camp Mellsta-Borlange. Von hier
fuhrt der Weg weiter in Richtung Leksand und um den Siljansee herum in Richtung Gesunda und Santa World. Die Route geht weiter in
Richtung Mora, wo sich das Zielgebiet des beriihmten Skievents, Vasaloppet befindet. Von hier folgen wir in Richtung Nusnas und
konnen miterleben, wie das weltberihmte Dalapferd hergestellt wird. Die Fahrt fihrt in Richtung Rattvik und etwas auBerhalb davon
finden wir Dalhalla und in Rattvik den langen Pier,Langbryggan” (628 m).

Wir folgen der Richtung Falun und besuchen dabei die Falun Mine. Ubernachtet wird im First Camp Lugnet-Falun. Am néchsten Tag
fahren wir in Richtung Sala und besuchen die Sala Silvermines. Dann geht es weiter in Richtung Enkdping und tGibernachtet wird im First
Camp Bredsand-Enképing. Am nichsten Tag fahren wir dann noch in Richtung Visteras / Orebro und beenden die Tour in Annabo-
da-Orebro, wo unsere Tour begann und jetzt wieder endet.

Route 7 Nordostschweden Hoga Kusten

Sundsvall-Ostersund-Luled-Umea&-Sundsvall

Die Route beginnt am Campingplatz Sundsvall-Héga Kusten. Am nichsten Tag fahren wir in Richtung Ostersund und besuchen den
Elchgarten in Orrviken auBerhalb von Ostersund. Ubernachtung finden wir im First Camp Frésén-Ostersund.

Von hier geht’s weiter in Richtung Storuman, Arvidsjaur und Luled, Gbernachtet wird dann im First Camp Arcus-Lulea. Vor Ort entde-
cken und erkunden wir das wunderschone Archipel und den Fluss Lulea.

Am néchsten Tag fahren wir nach Overkalix, Overtorned. Auf dem Weg nach Haparanda halten wir in Kukkolaforsen. Von hier geht's
weiter in Richtung Haparanda (Grenze zu Finnland), dann in Richtung Kalix und zuriick nach Lulea, wo wir die Kirchenstadt Gammel-
stad besuchen. (sehr sehenswert) Ubernachtet wird im First Camp Arcus-Lule& mit seinem Wasserpark Arcusbadet. Am nichsten Tag
fahren wir in Richtung Pitea. Dort besuchen wir das Pite Havsbad mit dem Namen Nordic Riviera und fahren weiter in Richtung Skellef-
ted und Umed. Ubernachtet wird im First Camp Nydala-Umeé.

Am néachsten Tag fahren wir in Richtung Ornskéldsvik und folgen der Hohen KiistenstraBe bei Ulldnger. Weiter folgen wir der Touris-
tenstral3e und erkunden dabei,Hoga Kusten” Eine schéne beeindruckende Aussicht auf die Hochkiistenbriicke eréffnet sich uns und
wir fahren weiter in Richtung Harndsand, Timra, Sundsvall. Hier endet die Route im First camp Sundsvall-H6ga Kusten.

Helsingborg-Torekov-Halmstad-Asa-Goteborg/Partille-Varberg-Helsingborg

The Route begins from First Camp Ra4 Vallar outside Helsingborg and enjoy the view over Oresund.

Drive from Helsingborg, outside Helsingborg you can visit Sofiero Palace and Gardens. The garden is considered one of the most beau-
tiful in Europe. Continue towards Halmstad north of Angelholm take the coast road towards Torekov where you can stay overnight at
First Camp Torekov-Bastad and visit the small picturesque village of Torekov.

Drive towards Bastad and on the way visit Hovs Hallar. The reserve is an area of geological interest and its impressive cliff faces are home
to a variety of seabirds. In the tennis village Bastad is it worth a lunch stop. Continue towards Halmstad and choose to stay overnight at
one of First Camps three destinations; First Camp Hagon-Halmstad, First Camp Tyl6sand-Halmstad or First Camp Karlstorp-Halmstad.

By the sea in Halmstad you can visit the sandy beaches/dunes and Hotel Tylésand part own by Per Gessle famous singer and songwriter
in the world famous band Roxette. Continue towards Falkenberg and at Tvaaker before Varberg take the inland road and visit Akulla
Bokskogar and Ostro6 Farfarm Back to the motorway E6 after Varberg take the exist to Asa for an overnight stay at Asa Camping and
Havsbad with its sandy beach. On the way from Asa visit Tjoléholm Castle before you continue towards Gothenburg and Partille
Stallplats.

Visit Lisebergs Amusement Park, Paddan Sightseeing boats, Botanical Garden, Feskekdrka among other sights in Gothenburg. Enjoy
the best seafood and shellfish in the world. From Gothenburg towards south to Varberg visit Varberg Fortress and continue the coast
road to First Camp Bjorkéng-Varberg with its sandy beaches. Nest day follow the coast road to Halmstad and then E6 towards Helsing-
borg and First Camp Raa Vallar-Helsingborg where the Route ends.

Route 3 West Sweden Smogen

Asa-Lysekil-Smogen-Grebbestad-Karlstad-Mariestad-Asa

The Route begins from Asa Camping and Havsbad and drive through Gothenburg and follow E6 North to Stenungsund follow the
island route over Tjorn and Orust.

Take the car ferry to Lysekil. In Lysekil stay overnight at First Camp Sivik. Visit Lysekil and Havets Hus -The Saltwater Aquarium. Drive
towards Smogen/Kungshamn on the way you pass Nordens Ark Zoo. Continue towards Island Smoégen (road bridge) and visit its
famous boardwalk “ Smégenbryggan”. Continue the coast road and pass the small fishing villages of Hunnebostrand, Bovallstrand,
Hamburgsund, Fjallbacka (home of Ingrid Bergman and author Camilla Lackberg).

Arrive in Grebbestad follow the signs to First Camp Edsvik-Grebbestad and enjoy the Swedish west coast. Next day make a visit at the
world famous Rock Carving in Vitlycke/Tanumshede on your way through Bullaren (local area) towards Karlstad. On the way you can
make a stop at Aqueduct Haverud at Dalslands Canal or Amal and the lake Vinern. Stay overnight at First Camp Mérudden-Karlstad or
First Camp Skutberget-Karlstad, both campsites are located next to the lake. Make a visit in Karlstad and drive along lake Vanern
towards Mariestad. On the way you will pass over Gota Canal.

Visit Mariestad at Lake Vanern and stay overnight at First Camp Ekudden-Mariestad. Drive towards Gothenburg on the way you can visit
Hornborgasjon famous in spring and autumn for its crane dance with 10 thousands of cranes. In winter you can see big eagles and all
year a long it is an open museum. After driving past Alingsas you can visit Naas Castle and continue through Gothenburg. Before you
arrive at Asa Camping and Havsbad make a visit at Tjoloholm Castle. The Route ends at Asa Camping and Havsbad.

Route 4 Middle East Sweden Stockholm

Tidaholm-Orebro-Visteras-Stockholm-Kolméarden/Norrképing-Linképing-Tidaholm

The Route begins from First Camp Hokensas-Tidaholm. The campsite is beautifully located in a national park by the beach of lake
Vattern. The area is very popular to fish trout and rainbow trout in.

Next day follow the road north along lake Vattern towards Karlsborg and visit Karlsborg Fortress and Goéta Canal. Continue towards
Askersund and Orebro. Visit Orebro Castle. Stay overnight at First Camp Annaboda-Orebro and enjoy the nature, good views and the
small lake.

Next day continue towards Arboga and Vasteras. Before Vasteras visit Tido Castle. Visit Vasterds and stay overnight at First Camp
Vasteras-Malaren. Continue towards Stockholm and stay at Breddngs Camping or First Camp City-Stockholm. Take a transport into
Stockholm City and visit Castle, Vasa Museum among all other attractions. In the Old Town you find a lot of restaurants to enjoy the
night life in Stockholm. When you are finished with your visit in Stockholm continue your route towards Nykdping and Kolmarden
Wildlife Park. Stay overnight at First Camp Kolmarden-Norrkdping.

Continue towards Norrkoping. Visit Norrkdping and continue towards Linkdping and visit the Air Force Museum, Bergs locks at Gota
Canal. Stay overnight at First Camp Glyttinge-Linkdping. Continue towards Jonkdping and among the way stop at Granna and taste its
candy canes. Continue towards Jonkdping and follow the west shore of Lake Véttern to First Camp Hokensas-Tidaholm where the Route
ends.

Route 5 East Sweden Stockholm

Kalmar-Oskarshamn-Nyniashamn-Stockholm-Ménsteras-Oland/Kalmar

The Route begins at First Camp Stensé-Kalmar. Visit Kalmar Castle and drive over Oland bridge to Oland and explore the south of Oland
continue towards Oskarshamn and stay overnight on the beautiful island at First Camp Gunnarsé-Oskarshamn.

Continue on the Inland road towards Vimmerby, Astrid Lindgrens World and Glasriket (kingdom of crystal) continue north at the main
coast road to First Camp Nickstabadet-Nyndashamn. Next day towards Stockholm and check in at Breddangs Camping or First Camp
City-Stockholm. Take a transport into Stockholm City and visit Castle, Vasa Museum among all other attractions. In the Old Town you
find a lot of restaurants to enjoy the night life in Stockholm.

When you are finished with your visit in Stockholm continue your route towards Norrkdping and take the coast road to Vastervik. Visit
Vastervik and Tjust Archipelago. Continue towards the island Okné and stay at First Camp Oknd-Monsterds. Rent a bike or boat to
explore the nature. Next day drive towards Kalmar and over the Oland bridge to visit Borgholm castle and Soliden castle (the Royal
families summer residence) and other parts of the middle/north of Oland.

Stay overnight at First Camp Stensd-Kalmar where the Route ends.

Route 6 Middle Sweden Dalarna

Orebro-Nora-Borlinge-Falun-Enképing-Orebro

The Route begins at First Camp Annaboda-Orebro,a few kilometres north of Orebro.
Continue towards Karlskoga/Filipstad stop at Wasa Crispbread Museum. Continue towards Grythyttan and visit Grythyttans Gastgiva-
regard for lunch, then continue towards Nora and stay overnight at First Camp Nora-Bergslagen.

Next day drive towards Kopparberg, Ludvika, Borlange and stay at First Camp Mellsta-Borlange. Continue towards Leksand and drive
around the Lake of Siljan towards Gesunda and Santa World. Continue towards Mora where the famous skirace Vasaloppet finish. Conti-
nue towards Nusnds and see how the world famous Dala horse is made. Continue towards Rattvik and outside you find Dalhalla and in
Rattvik The Long Pier “Langbryggan” 628 meters.

Continue towards Falun and visit the Falun Mine. Stay overnight at First Camp Lugnet-Falun. Next day towards Sala and visit Sala Silver-
mines continue towards Enképing and stay overnight at First Camp Bredsand-Enkdping. Next day towards Vasterds/Orebro and end of
the Route at First Camp Annaboda-Orebro where the Route ends.

Route 7 North East Sweden Hoga Kusten

Sundsvall-Ostersund-Luled-Umea&-Sundsvall

The Route begins at First Camp Sundsvall-H6ga Kusten.

Next day drive towards Ostersund and visit the Moose Garden in Orrviken outside Ostersund. Stay overnight at First Camp Frésén-Os-
tersund. Continue towards Storuman, Arvidsjaur and Luled, then stay overnight at First Camp Arcus-Luled and discover the beautiful
archipelago and Luleé river. Next day drive to Overkalix, Overtorned on the way to Haparanda stop at Kukkolaforsen.

Continue towards Haparanda (border to Finland) then towards Kalix and then back to Luled, where you can visit Gammelstad Church
Town. Stay overnight at First Camp Arcus-Luled with its waterpark Arcusbadet. Next day drive towards Pited. Visit Pite Havsbad named
Nordic Riviera continue towards Skellefted and Umea. Stay overnight at First Camp Nydala-Umea.

Next day drive towards Ornskéldsvik and the High Coast Road at Ulldnger. Follow the Tourist Road and explore “Hga Kusten’, see the
beautiful views on the High Coast Bridge and continue toward Harnésand, Timra, Sundsvall the Route ends at First Camp Sundsvall-Ho-
ga Kusten.

Route 1 Danemark und Siidschweden Malmo

Rome DK - Malmé-Ahus-Karlskrona-Réstanga-Helsingborg-Reme / DK

Die Route beginnt am Campingplatz Lakolk Strand-Remg@ in Danemark.

Auf dem Weg zur Oresundbriicke, Richtung Schweden, kommen wir an Kopenhagen vorbei, wo wir unbedingt einen Stopp einlegen
missen um z.B. das Schloss Nyhavn, viele Sehenswiirdigkeiten sowie Restaurants und Shops zu besuchen. Weiter geht es dann in
Richtung Oresundbriicke nach Malmé.

Der Nachste Stop ist im First Camp Sibbarp-Malmé geplant. Hier in Malmé mit herrlichem Blick iber das Meer, besuchen wir das
JTurning Torso”, das hochste Gebaude in den nordischen Landern. Von Malmo aus folgen wir der Straf3e in Richtung Trelleborg und
bleiben auf der Kistenstral3e bis nach Smygehuk — hier sind wir im siidlichsten Teil Schwedens.

Am néachsten Tag nehmen wir die Kistenstral3e in Richtung Morrum. Das Lachsfischen im Fluss Morrum ist weltberiihmt und unbe-
dingt mitzumachen! Weiter geht’s in Richtung Karlshamn wo wir ,Eriksberg” besuchen, eines der gro3ten Wildreservate Nordeuropas.
Zum TagesabschluB folgen wir der Stral3e nach Karlskrona und ibernachten im First Camp Skdnstavik. Hier muss man unbedingt das
Marinemuseum besuchen und das einzigartige Archipel mit all seinen Inseln erkunden.

Am nichsten Tag fahren wir in Richtung Réstdnga und dem Séderasen Nationalpark. Ubernachtet wird im First Camp Réstdnga-Sé-
derdsen. Am nachsten Tag brechen wir in Richtung Helsingborg auf, machen eine Rundtour in Kullaberg, mit atemberaubenden Stran-
den und Diinen und weiten Ausblicken (iber Oresund, das Kattegatt, Kullabergs Leuchtturm und das kleine Dorf Mélle. Ubernachtet
wird im First Camp Raa Vallar-Helsingborg. Von hier nehmen wir die Fahre von Helsingborg nach Helsingér und fahren ankommend in
Helsingor die KiistenstraBe ,Strandvejen” in Richtung Kopenhagen.

So passieren wir das beriihmte Lousiana-Museum und in Kopenhagen die beriihmte Statue ,Den Lille Havfruen” und die Carls-
berg-Brauerei. Ubernachtet wird noch einmal im First Camp Lakolk Strand-Remg auf unserem Weg zuriick zum Heimatziel.

Route 1 Denmark and South Sweden Malmo

Rome DK - Malmo-Ahus-Karlskrona-Réstanga-Helsingborg-Reme / DK

The Route begins from First Camp Lakolk Strand-Rém& in Denmark. On your way to Oresund bridge to Sweden you pass Copenhagen
that is worth a stop to visit Castle, Nyhavn with a lot of Restaurants. Continue towards the Oresund Bridge to Malmé.

Stay at First Camp Sibbarp-Malmé in Malmo with beautiful views over the sea. Visit Turning Torso the highest building in the Nordic
countries. From Malmé follow the road towards Trelleborg and continue on the coast road and visit Smygehuk- this is as far south as
you can get in Sweden. Continue towards Ystad. After Ystad follow the coast road to the small village Kaseberga and Ale's Stones
Sweden’s largest and best-preserved stone ship.

Continue the coast road towards Simrishamn and the fishing harbour. Continue towards Ahus and make a visit at the The Absolut Expe-
rience & Distillery Tour. Stay overnight at First Camp Ahus-Kristianstad. Continue coast road towards Mérrum. The salmon fishing in
Mé&rrum river is world famous. Continue towards Karlshamn and visit Eriksberg, which is one of northern Europe's largest wildlife reser-
ves. Follow the road to Karlskrona and stay overnight at First Camp Skonstavik. Visit the Naval Museum and experience the archipelago
with all its islands.

Next day drive towards Rostanga and Soderasen Nationalpark and stay overnight at First Camp Rostanga-Soderasen. Next day towards
Helsingborg and drive a round tour at Kullaberg with breath-taking slopes and expansive views over Oresund and Kattegatt, Kullabergs
Lighthouse and the small village of Mdélle. Stay overnight at First Camp Raa Vallar-Helsingborg. Take the ferry from Helsingborg to
Helsingor, and from Helsingor drive the coast road “Strandvejen” towards Copenhagen and you will pass the famous Lousiana Museum
and in Copenhagen the famous statue “Den Lille Havfruen”and Carlsberg Brewery.

Stay at First Camp Lakolk Strand-Remg on your way back to your home destination.
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
